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ÑAt Home:
e	 Be extra cautious! Lock your doors 	and 		
	 windows when you leave the house, even for 	
	 a few minutes;
e	 When leaving home for an extended 		
	 period of time, have a neighbor or family 		
	 member watch your house and pick up your 	
	 newspapers and mail;
e	 Indoor and outdoor lights should be 		
	 on an automatic timer;
e	 Leave a radio or television on so the 		
	 house looks and sounds occupied;
e	 Large displays of holiday gifts should 
	 not be visible through the windows 			
	 and doors of your home;
e	 When setting up a Christmas tree or 		
	 other holiday display, make sure doorways 		
	 and passageways are clear inside 
	 your home;
e	 Make sure your Christmas tree is mounted 		
	 on a sturdy base so children, elderly 		
	 persons or family pets cannot pull it 		
	 over on themselves;
e	 If you use lights on your Christmas tree 		
	 ensure the wiring is not damaged or frayed. 	
	 Frayed or damaged wiring can cause a fire.

ÑDrive defensively and remember, traffic 	 	
	 is heavier during the holidays. Look out for 
	 drunk drivers!

ÑLock It: 
Lock your vehicle every time you leave 
it unattended and always lock your 
valuables in the trunk. 

ÑHide It: 
If you don’t have a trunk, hide valuables 
under the seats, in the glove box, or other 
compartments within the vehicle. Never 
leave valuables in plain view.

ÑKeep It: 
Personal responsibility is the best 
prevention to safeguard personal property 
and to prevent you from becoming a 
victim.

ÑRemember: 
Electronics’ docking stations, GPS and GPS 
docking stations are prime targets for thieves. 
If you want to keep them, lock them out of 
sight. Do not leave them out.

Do not leave phone or computer chargers in 
plain view. Prior to leaving your vehicle, place 
the chargers in the glove box or any other 
enclosed compartment.

ÑWhen shopping:
e	Avoid carrying large amounts of cash;
e	 Park in a well-lit area;
e	Do not park in remote locations;
e	When returning to your car, stop, listen, 	
	 and look around. Stay alert to your 
	 surroundings; 
e	 If you see or hear something suspicious, 	
	 STOP! Ask security or store personnel 	
	 to escort you to your vehicle;
e	Have your car keys readily available 	
	 before you get to your vehicle;
e	Crime deterrence begins with YOU, so 	
	 if you see something suspicious, say 	
	 something, call the police.
