If
so, you may want to try the “Citizen app.” Get real-time safety alerts and live videos of
incidents happening near you.

Please let your friends that live in the City know about the Department’s Community Online
Reporting Service (CORS). LAPD offers an online reporting service at www.lapdonline.org.
We highly encourage using this fast and easy service to avoid coming to the station. The
following crimes are eligible for online reporting: Theft, Lost Property, Theft/Burglary from
a Motor vehicle, Identity Theft, Minor-Injury Traffic Collisions, Hit and Run Traffic Collisions,
Annoying or Harassing phone calls/tests/emails, and Vandalism. Upon completion of your
online reporting, you will immediately receive a temporary report number and be able to
print a copy of the report. The following requirements must be met to complete online
reporting services:

e The incident is not an emergency.

¢ The incident occurred within the City of Los Angeles.
e You must be at least 18 years old.

e No one was injured as a result of the incident.

e There are no known suspect(s).

e The incident did not occur on the state highway.

¢ No firearms were involved in the incident.

¢ You must have an e-mail address.

o Keep an eye out for your friends - Arrive Together, Stick Together, and Leave Together.

e Don’t leave items in plain view inside your parked vehicle — Lock It, Hide It, Keep It.

e  When inside restaurants, bars, nightclubs, cafés, etc., don’t leave your personal property unattended (i.e.
purses, cell phones, laptops, etc.)

o When walking along the sidewalk, keep your head and eyes up while being aware of your surroundings.
Avoid the distractions of cell phones and social media.

+» We have seen an pattern of street robberies where the victims have been specifically targeted for
their high value watches and chain necklaces. Club patrons, if you wear these high value jewelry
items, please be cognizant of where/what you are broadcasting and who may be watching.

Your safety is the most important thing. Pleaser if you feel you are being followed DO NOT drive home.
Drive to a well-lit public area or to the police station. Do NOT confront the possible suspect, call 9-1-1 stay
on the line and advise them of your location that you are driving to.

Property crimes such as burglaries and thefts from motor vehicles are still a prevalent crime in our area. Do
NOT leave valuables visible in your car while parking. Be sure to lock your vehicles. Consider making a
quick stop before you reach your destination to transfer valuable items into your trunk.

Know your neighborhood. Take some time to get to know your neighbors. For those of you with dogs,
walking your dog is a great way to do this. It provides the opportunity to meet your neighbors and see what
vehicles are regularly parked in the area. It also allows you to see who comes into the neighborhood
regularly such as gardeners, utility workers, etc. As a resident of a neighborhood, you know best when
something or someone is out of place. If you see someone behaving suspiciously, or possibly “casing” the
neighborhood for a future crime, call police. Take note of the person’s physical description, clothing, type
of vehicle and license plate.

Be aware of your surroundings. With all the modern gadgets we have, it is very easy to be

distracted. While on patrol, | regularly see people fixated on their phones, oblivious to what is going on
around them. This also applies when you are driving your vehicle. For instance, while you are stopped in
traffic a criminal can easily approach your car and grab something valuable from the passenger seat (phone,
purse, laptop) and quickly flee.

Be cautious of what you put on social media. Broadcasting your vacation plans just makes you more
vulnerable to the thieves trolling the internet.

The nature of policing and addressing quality of life issues in the City of Los Angeles continues to change
and our Department revisited which types of incidents it will respond to and which types will be referred to
another entity, the Community Online Reporting System, or an Area Community Police Station for
telephonic reporting. Our Communications Division is now working closely with the Mayor’s Crisis and
Incident Response through Community-Led Engagement (CIRCLE) team to develop an alternative
approach to working with persons experiencing homelessness (PEH) in the City of Los Angeles. The
CIRCLE team contracted Urban Alchemy (UA) to be used as a diversion program for PEH. Urban

= JF YOU’'RE HOME AND SOMEONE KNOCKS OR RINGS YOUR DOORBELL, DO
NOT IGNORE IT. Would be burglars like to knock to determine if someone is home before
attempting to break in. So, please make sure you verbally acknowledge the person without
opening the door. If you have not invited someone to your home, you should not open the door
for them.

= SECURITY AND/OR DOOR BELL SYSTEMS WITH VIDEO are becoming an affordable
option to help reduce your chances of becoming a victim. Please consider these options to
protect your home.

= DON’T LEAVE YOUR KEYS IN YOUR VEHICLES. Whether you are tandem parked,
parked in a garage, or just going inside for a moment (i.e. gas station, your home, etc.), do not
leave your keys in your vehicles.

= STEERING WHEEL LOCKS. 1990’s Toyota’s and Honda’s are some of the most common
vehicles stolen. These vehicles have door locks and ignitions that are easily compromised.
Steering wheel locks are good tools to assist in deterring criminals from taking these vehicles.

» LOCK YOUR CAR AND PARK IT IN A GARAGE OR LIGHTED AREA. Make it
difficult to get into your car. If it is outside, make your car as visible as possible. Do not leave
anything valuable or visible in your vehicles.

= LOCK YOUR WINDOWS AND DOORS when you leave the house. Close your
blinds/drapes so no one can see into your house. Keep every part of your residence locked and
secured, including your garage. Strategic lighting can also assist with crime prevention.

= DON’T LEAVE EXPENSIVE ITEMS OUT, place them in a drawer, safe, or somewhere else
out of sight.

= TAKE YOUR ELECTRONIC ITEMS OUT OF YOUR CAR, this includes your cell
phones, computer tablets, other portable electronics, and chargers.

= SHOPPING CART. Do not leave your purses in the shopping cart while loading your
vehicles.
